All volunteers need to be inducted in the process and their workplace prior to
commencing work, we would suggest that all volunteers arrive on site 15min before their
rostered shift start. 
There will need to be one contact person who is in charge of this tender and all the
operations during the event.

Volunteer passes will be handed out to the organiser for volunteers to be able to access
the showgrounds during their shift. They are not to be used at entry into the show after
the shift has been completed.
